We will be unable to accept items such as household batteries, light bulbs, fluorescent tubes, paint, hazardous waste or large household appliances (like refrigerators, washing machines or air conditioners).
It is illegal to put any electronics in landfills and they are harmful to the environment, so please do not throw used electronics in the trash. Instead you can drop off your used electronics and dispose of them for FREE at the event location listed above.
